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From our Rector— How do you do both? 
 

At our Evensong last month commemorating Martin Luther King, the Rev. Canon Angela Ifill 
challenged us to examine what many call the “school-to-prison pipeline” and see if we can help a 
local school.   It has been asserted that in some school systems a “zero tolerance” policy has taken 
discretion away from principals and caused young persons to be arrested and jailed for relatively 
minor offenses.  Once the student enters the correctional system, it becomes much more likely that 
he or she will move up to more serious offenses.   
 Can we help in our local schools?  I hope and pray that we can.  I was privileged recently to 
join Jean Godden and Margo Tyler in meeting with a group of 10 students of Riverdale-Kingsbridge 
Academy (MS/HS 141) here at the parish hall.  On two occasions so far this year, RKA students have 
for the first time (at least in recent memory) had to pass through scanners and be subject to pat-
downs in order to enter school in the morning.  We listened to the experiences of the students and 
asked what could help.  
 “Will you strive for justice and peace among all people, and respect the dignity of every 
human being?”  In baptismal preparation I often bring up the tension between the two components 
of this promise in our Baptismal Covenant.  Specifically, how do we respect the dignity of someone 
who is striving against justice and peace?  It’s not a simple question to answer.   

An unsafe school serves no one, but neither should students feel treated like criminals when 
they have done nothing wrong.  Might Christ Church Riverdale be able to do something to help 
foster a positive learning environment that includes both safety from weapons and drugs and at the 
same time dignity for students?  Margo, Jean and I plan to continue the conversation, and welcome 
your thoughts and participation.
